A1  An Update on the California Sex Offender Management Board

This session will review the origins, structures, membership and goals of CASOMB. The Board's progress to date will be
discussed regarding issues such as residence restrictions, identification of providers statewide, consideration of provider
registration or certification, fiscal impacts of GPS use, and housing issues for 290's and SVP’s.

A forensic case is discussed wherein a defendant with no prior criminal history was involved in a sexual assault of a family
member. The defendant was neurologically impaired due to damage to the frontal lobe. The defendant's attorney had not
requested a neuropsychological assessment. Such an assessment was conducted by this examiner and illustrated that a
sexual assault could occur with no specific intent. A new trial was granted.

The Emerging Relationship between Sexual Health and Sex Offender Treatment:

How does a Therapist Prepare? The trainer will present current definitions of sexual health and explore
pervasive societal negative attitudes and taboos that influence the training of sex offender treatment professionals.
Numerous challenging questions regarding non-judgmental talking therapy, outcomes for paraphilic sex offenders and
current treatment models will be discussed in a respectful and stimulating environment.

AG  Sex Offender Residence Restrictions

This workshop will first give an overview of the history of residence restrictions, trends and laws across the U.S. Next,
research regarding the association between sex offender housing and recidivism will be reviewed as will the criminal justice
literature on housing instability and recidivism.

About Preventing Child Sexual Abuse Behavioral Medicine Institute of Atlanta

The presenter will report on two studies. One examined the reports of 44,000 men with sexual behavior problems and
determined the inappropriate sexual behaviors that preceded their involvement in child sexual abuse. In the second study of
12,000 children ages 11 to 17 with sexual behavior problems, subgroups were isolated of boys and girls who had been child
sexual abuse victims themselves. The presenter will report the nine factors of these victimized children’s own abuse that
were common to those who subsequently became abusers of younger children.

Internet Predators

This presentation will describe how the internet has created a whole new kind of predator. Participants will learn alarming
statistics of how prolific they have become and how children actually help the predators. They will learn how to navigate My
Space in a live demonstration and witness shocking responses to an ad placed on the internet. The presenter will lead a
discussion on how society may combat this growing problem.
